DNR SPEAKER: Warden Bill Mitchell

After hearing Bill speak he is obviously a snowmobiling enthusiast. His 30 minute talk was more of a Question & Answer session so we were
able to discuss just about any topic we wanted to about snowmobiling. In getting answers directly from Bill a number of our members issues were
clarified. A few of the topics discussed were: There are attempts to open the Eisenbaum Trail to 144; Even if trails are closed you can run snow
ditches as long as you are 10 ft off the road but you can NOT run on a closed trail or on private property without permission; If you see anyone
cutting corners of a trail or any other way of improperly using a trail call 1-800-TIP-WDNR; If there is an obstacle on the trail along a road ap-
proach the roadside instead of the property side; The State is working on adjusting the age bracket for Antique Sleds and Antique Sleds will pos-
sibly get a permanent registration; There is no speed limit on Big Cedar Lake's South End and a 30 mph speed limit on the North

End; Snowmobilers must stay 100 ft away from a person fishing and must not go faster than 10 mph near a person fishing or a fishing

shanty. Numerous other topics were discussed too.. just ask anyone who attended the meeting! Thank you Bill for bringing all this information

to light!
